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In October the EU will be launching the 2011 call for applications for funding from the Lifelong Learning Programme (LLP).  The LLP is increasingly seen as being a vital resource for HEIs, helping them to mount projects and further their internationalisation strategies.





With this in mind HEEFS will be hosting an information event to raise awareness amongst UK HEIs of opportunities for transnational collaboration funded under the LLP.





Most UK HEIs are familiar with elements of the LLP, such as the Erasmus exchange programmes that support staff and student mobility.  Less well known, however are opportunities to obtain support for longer term collaboration with partners across the EU and beyond.





The LLP will support collaborative work amongst small groups of partners across the EU and the work of larger academic or strategic networks.
